It is a legislative requirement that
Regulations are reviewed every 10 years to ensure their continued relevance to the economic, social
and general wellbeing of the people of Queensland.

A discussion paper has been prepared that focuses on:

¢ streamlining requirements to reduce the regulatory burden on industry, without compromising public
health and safety; and

e reducing red tape, time delays and associated costs for housing providers, plumbing licensees, local
governments and homeowners.

Farm buildings

The department will be hosting preliminary consultation sessions on a proposed new QDC part for farm
buildings to clarify fire safety and access requirements.

Building over or near infrastructure

Amendments are also proposed to QDC MP 1.4—Building Over or Near Relevant Infrastructure to
introduce a proximity exemption for some work and to include better solutions for lightweight buildings
and structures. Consultation sessions will also be held on these proposals. A consultation draft of the
QDC part will be placed on the department’s web site in the near future.
