· The owner of the building must ensure that work of any type, whether under a development application or otherwise, does not affect the location, effectiveness or other compliance requirements of the fire safety systems in the building; and

· The owner of the building must ensure that the fire safety systems within the building are brought into compliance with any amendments to the Building Act 1975, the Code or other relevant legislation or standards as applicable.
